 Inequality comparison in Spanish, Basque and English: similarities, differences 

and unresolved questions  Summary: In this talk I will draw relations and present common 

cognitive and linguistic properties of a universal phenomenon: comparison. In addition to this, 

several differences in the linguistic expression of comparison of three typologically different 

languages, English, Spanish and Basque, are also defined. In particular, I examine degree and 

amount inequality comparative structures, and the following issues are explored: some 

similarities and differences regarding their typological characterization and their diachronic 

evolution, and certain syntactic structures that have been proposed to capture their properties. 

Finally, I will define several challenges and unresolved questions concerning general properties 

of inequality comparatives and also the specific realization of comparatives in the three 

languages considered.

My conclusion is that they are 

either inconclusive or compatible with relativism about predicates of taste, and thus dialectically 

inefficient.

Drawing on an analogy with the use of spatial frames of reference in 

communication, I propose that temporal indexicals behave like demonstratives in that their 

reference depends on a contextually salient temporal frame of reference that can be utterance-

based, but also “allocentric”. The framework used to present this idea is the Reichenbachian 

theory of tense.

In this paper, we will put forward a new proposal about the numeral expressions containing the 

paucals dva/dve ‘two’, tri ‘three’, and četyre ‘four’ in subject position in Russian. We will follow 

the hypotheses acknowledging the existence of paucal morphology in Russian (Bailyn & Nevins 

2008, Pereltsvaig 2010, 2011), but depart from these accounts with respect to the morpho-

syntactic nature of the adjectives associated to paucal NPs. Thus, we will consider that two 

differentiated patterns coexist in the language, inherited from the historical development of 

dual/paucals in Russian: (i) the relatively new paucal constructions (the masculine pattern) are 

morphological hybrids, which give the possibility to include a null Q head in the NP, bound to 

some operator in the sentence, when the corresponding semantics are met. This 

quantificational head is responsible for the availability of genitive plural morphology in the 

paucal expression, while the existential operator answers for default agreement on the verb, 

and the corresponding semantic interpretation. (ii) The feminine pattern, however, has retained 

in most speakers the historically original structure, where every element is nominative, with the 

corresponding syntactic consequences.

Recent literature on slurs discusses, in addition to derogatory uses, appropriated and 

internalized ones. In contrast to a derogatory use of a slur, in which the slur is applied by a person 

to another (perceived as) belonging to a different group, an internalized use of a slur is one in 

which the slur is applied by a person to another (perceived as) belonging to the same group. An 

appropriated use of a slur is similar to the latter in this respect, but the aim of such a use is to 

void it of derogatory force. By focusing on the Romanian slur “țigan” (roughly translated as 

“gypsy”), in this talk I try to assess whether a certain widespread use of this word, which is 

neither an internalized nor an appropriated one, creates problems for the main theories of slurs 

currently on the market.
